Sherman Public Library 

Study Rooms Policy
The library has enclosed study rooms available for public use on a first-come, first-served basis.  

Patrons may request use of a study room by making a request at the Circulation Desk.

A single use reservation, up to seven days in advance, may be made at the Circulation Desk or by calling the library.
The study room is kept locked at all times.  Patrons wanting to use the Study Room will sign in at the Circulation Desk.  A library staff member will unlock the Study Room.   Patrons are expected to sign out at the Circulation Desk after using the Study Room.
Study Room time slots are two hours in length.  Extended times may be given if the room is available.  Total session(s) may not exceed three hours per day.  

Study Rooms are designed to provide an area for quiet study by an individual or groups of six or less.  Study Rooms are not for social gathering.  Appropriate library behavior is expected.

Patrons may utilize outlets to charge personal devices.  Passwords to access WIFI for personal devices is available from the front desk.  Food is not permitted in the study rooms but covered drinks are allowed.  

Persons using the study rooms are expected to engage in activities associated with the use of a public 

library and subject to the Sherman Public Library’s Patron Behavior policies. 

Library materials or personal belongings are not to be left in the rooms.  Items left unattended are the responsibility of patrons. 

Buying, selling, advertising, or trading products or services (other than educational services or a paid tutor) are prohibited.

Study rooms are available only during the library’s regular service hours.  Rooms must be vacated 10 minutes prior to the scheduled closing of the library.
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
